Dear Mayor Corroon,

We appreciate your support and leadership of the East Mill Creek Community Council. 
It has been brought to our attention that there are many members in our community who are interested in creating more sustainable living by permitting hens to live in their yards.  In fact, there are many families who already have had hens in their yards for years, who are unaware of the county’s current ordinance. For this reason, East Mill Creek council members ask that Salt Lake County review its current ordinance which prohibits backyard domestic fowl and that the County consider adopting Salt Lake City’s ordinance, with the exception of permitting roosters.

The vote among our council members in adopting this proposal was unanimous with the exception of two members.  One member voted against this proposal because he felt that roosters should be permitted in a new ordinance.  The other member who voted against this proposal was concerned about adopting all kinds of fowl.  She was worried about people raising turkeys in their yards. It should be noted that none of the council members present objected to community members raising domestic hens.

We hope that our recommendations will be considered by Salt Lake County, and appreciate your help in this matter.
