County Reports:

Dept. Lutz:  No huge jumps in anything.  Positive note, receiving more calls from involved neighbors. Caught the graffiti offender who defaced the signs on the freeway. To report issues 801-743-7000.
Bev Uipi:  Mayors Townhall meeting Wed. April 22, 7:00 at the Wasatch Jr. Auditorium.  Skate ramps noise is being enforced.  UTA is changing Para transit services are changing, open houses for public input throughout the month of April check www.rideuta.com.  Mid-May we are looking for public input on graffiti prevention and removal.

Rita Lund:  Granite Community council is petitioning for township status.  Please review the General Plan changes slco.org and continue to stay involved.  County in process of a blight study in the township.  Another study for brown fields in the county.  If you have problems with homes that are a blight in your neighborhood, contact the health dept. 801-313-6641. For enforcement, you can call 801-468-2000. The number for animal control is 801-743-7000.  Rules may be changing with the landfill on who can use it because of limited funds this year in the county, more info to come later.  New community center technical planning is in full swing, open house May 20th between 4:00-8:00.  Working to keep E. Millcreek Rec. open.  Currently Rec. Center scheduled to close the first part of July 2009.
Budget:  Do we want to participate in the postcard for the emergency preparedness in Mt. Olympus?
MOTION: Blake; EMCCC participate in the direct mail in the event and postcard, not to exceed to $550.00.

Anna Clare seconds:  Unanimously accepted.  MOTION carries.
Citizen Forum:
Sue Hall: Wants to know the process for EMCCC to opt out.
Jay Griffiths:  Encourage us to make a recommendation for infill.
Zoning:  No applicants

County Trailer Program:  There has been quite a response.  The overwhelming majority of citizens want this program to be saved.  There some question whether some of the comments of the citizens are talking about the “right” program.
MOTION: Anna Clare; We support the continuation of the current county trailer rental program.

Blake seconds it.  All in favor.  MOTION carries. Unanimously accepted.
Domestic Fowl Proposal:
Citizen Comments:
Robert Gallagher:  Supports the new proposal to allow backyard fowl.

Robert Bagley:  Concerned about unintended consequences.  Believes there should be more changes in pigeons (allowing males and letting them free).  Too much detail.

Jay Griffiths:  Need to deal with fewer specifics.  Nothing commercially that meets the specifications to purchase as far as coops. The ordinance is a little too strict.  Feedback should be received from those who have fowl currently in writing this ordinance.
Jay Ramsey (Canyon Rim):  Likes the ordinance, except that there are no male ducks considered.  They are actually quieter than female ducks.
Brad Townsend (Canyon Rim):  Main concern is with racing pigeons.  Ordinance doesn’t allow them for being at large.  Without males you can’t do any breeding.  Limitation to 4-15 is impractical for pigeon racing.  Height restriction is also not big enough area for the pigeons.  Plain language is also prohibiting the keeping of falcons.  Nothing in there for game birds, this is currently permissible by the state of Utah.
MOTION:  Sue; Recommend we have an ordinance that allows fowl to reside in residential areas in the county.  We need an ordinance that is less restrictive and receives additional input from interested citizens.

Nancy seconds:  9 in favor; 1 abstain. MOTION carries.
Infill Overlay Proposal:
Opting out is an option, but not a viable one.

Leslie conveyed that Jani (County Council) told Leslie that opting out should not be an option because it was too difficult to administer.  Jani said we had the right to opt out but discouraged the idea.

Individual members voice their opinions and thoughts.

Everyone seems to be in favor of protecting the historic district in EMCCC.
MOTION: Blake; Reaffirm our motion to opt out and pursue our own overlay. We will also provide written recommendation.

MOTION VOTE: 7 for; 3 against
Parks and Rec. priorities will need to be done online
Nancy reported that several citizens and County staff have met to discuss the historic corner of the S-curve (2700 E and Evergreen) to develop a design, gain financial support (donations) and develop timelines for completion of the historic corner
