October minutes, Thurs., October 1, 2009
In attendance: Nate Laver, Blake Keithley, Scott Turville, Shawn Wickard, Kurt Zimmerman, Kathy Swift, Anna Clare Shepherd, Ryan Greene
Mayor Peter Corroon Report:
H1N1 (Swine Flu) update: youth 24 and under should be vaccinated (flu has been affecting younger people harder than older) pregnant women and those that deal in child care should be vaccinated. 150,000 vaccines will be available. This illness is currently a category 2 out of 5. 
Budget: starting process for 2010. There was a mistake with cell phone sales tax-overpaying revenues. A 3 million dollar mistake. Also there will be 1 million less each year plus 3 million taken away. There was also an 800,000 mistake because some of Cottonwood Heights taxes were not taken from the county.

A special service bond is being proposed for the unincorporated County area to fund our infrastructure so we can have sidewalks, better roads, etc.

A Service Safety Fee is being proposed for unincorporated County. It will be a monthly fee much like the water bill is now and will help the County get out of debt. 
Unified Police department: Will begin on Jan 1 of next year. Sheriff to be chief executive. Board members to consist of Mayors of the cities 2 county council member and the Mayor. Cities to have local control, but yet have their own precincts. Unified pool of services.
Residential Infill: Oct 6th Sub committee presentation. October 20th at 4:00 public hearing.
Community center: there is no name yet. Announces modified architecture to include storage for the Lions. November 15th this project will go out for a competitive bid to contractors. Construction to begin in December. 16-18 month project. Oct. 17th will be the demolition party.
New Fire stations: Ground breaking ceremony held a few weeks back for 39th station. 33rd station is getting close to completion. If you have a new fire station close by, let your home owner’s insurance carrier know, possibility of decreased insurance premium.
Chicken Ordinance: still under review by county council
Parks projects for sustainable living: park space reserved for urban gardens projects. The LDS church has gone together with the county and purchased land to grow switch grass-turn into fuel
Speed bumps: no longer going to be put on Upland dr. The county is looking for alternate speed calming devices.
Honey cut culvert: The official word is that it will be taken care of after high water next year.
Sanitation vouchers: vouchers for free loads taken to the dump
Education seminar: for water along Millcreek TBA. Patterning after Cottonwood creek, more info later
Safer sidewalks program 3365 S 2770 E-2880 E. 2700 E to 3500 S-3900 S on East side.
Infra structure bond: They would like to begin the bond process now…today’s dollars in tomorrow’s time. Proposing special improvement districts: a board would over see/citizens would have say on which projects get funds. (several questions from Scott concerning the bond process and who will be paying for the projects) Cannot be added to taxes, a monthly payment from home owners in the district(?)
Judd Jones: brought water from Millcreek (after last storm) In one container there was a lot of oil, in the other a lot of suds…he suspects that the car wash on 39th might be the culprit? The Mayor asked him to give his contact information to Rita and Megan(filling in for Bev)
Natural Gas grant from State for better infrastructure. Mayor drives a natural gas vehichle (from state) only 5 dollars to fill up.
Scott Turville questioned the mayor concerning residential infill- States that EMCCC opted out. Justin said there are legal issues/ unable to zone based on political boundaries. Justin sited the F cause overlay, which is based on physical boundaries.
Ratification of September Minutes:
Blake made a motion to delay ratification of minutes. Shawn will work on minutes via e mail and ratify next month.
Deputy North was excused and his report is online.
Megan (substituting for Bev) Mayors report:
Land fill vouchers based on 2% of population. Vouchers will be dispersed in fall and spring. If wanting to give out as prizes at the demolition party, need to contact Megan this week.
There will be 4 town hall meetings in the county in which the chief financial officer will be speaking. TBA
County council demolition party on the 17th, and public hearing on infill announced again.
Rita:
Demolition Party announcement, this will also be a public meeting, architects to speak(?)
Fundraising opportunities for the park, if anyone is interested in helping. Lion’s will be doing a fundraiser as well.
Blake’s report:
Exceptions and delay sidewalk committee formed: Kathy Swift, Kurt Zimmerman, Blake Keithley, other residents invited to participate on committee.
Deirdre Paulsen gives her report about the General Plan committee representing the citizen’s group: (does someone else have more info here?) She then turns the time over to Roger Bliss.
Roger Bliss: Created video. Interested in express proposed language inclusions: community wants to live in a single family community, he is also concerned about the corridor designations of 39 south and 23rd east.
Blake recommends a special meeting to work on the whole general plan.
Scott: referred to his trip to Europe with walk able communities and little centers of commercial. Believes that this might be what the general plan’s concept is. Asked residents if they might want something like this?
Kurt: states that this is the template by which the planning commission will base there decisions. Kurt asks that the committee send us their requests.
Kathy: states that Madhu Mennon has already sent us the citizen’s group input concerning the changes they would like in the general plan. (refers to September 16th or 17th e mail traffic. 3 email’s were sent from Madhu Mennon. In one of the e mail 13 points are highlighted, that they would like changed) 
Citizen’s Open Forum:
Linda Hamond: (lives close to 3900 s and 3200 e) When walking and driving to Highland on 39th, she mostly sees single family housing. Says we need some initial services, but no more commercial development. Wants to de-develop(?) 39th include sidewalks, advocate a walk able community, and re direct traffic to 33rd and 45(?)
Steve Pullman: (3900 s in south side area) Is very concerned with the corridor issue, wants us to make an amendment to leave corridor out of 39th and 23rd. Wants us to look into the other areas of the general plan to make sure the citizens group didn’t miss any other concerns. Feels we have no representation and need to become a city, that batch plant would not have been erected if we were.
Gaylin Beazer (Del Mar Drive) Likes our community as is and wants it to 
remain so.
Susan Pullman: Is worried that 39th will be torn down.
Alan Peterson: (Laurelcrest Drive) We don’t need a bunch more businesses in the area. There are many vacant business buildings already.
Earl Shepherd: (Upland Drive) Feels that we don’t need a new general plan, that we should continue using the 1994 general plan.
Rosemary Wixham: (2 blocks south of 3900 S) It is dangerous crossing 3900 S, a detriment to the children.
Roger Bliss: (Birch Dr) Wants Blake to recommend other problems with general plan
Singley’s: (corner of 3100 E and 3900 S) feel there are many safety concerns on 39th south. They are also concerned with their 250,000 dollar investment (their home). Concerned about commercial development 
Infill announcement: the 6th of October meeting at the County council.
