County Reports
Dept. Lutz: Burglary is continuing to be a problem, especially with the state of the economy.  Old prescription drugs need to be destroyed appropriately.  Discussion over measures to prevent graffiti.
Bev Uipi:  Makes several announcements; Public Works Open House May 18-19, 7125 S. 600 W. 9 am-6 pm.  Domestic Fowl passed through the steering committee.  Updates on Infill Ordinance are forthcoming.

Rita Lund:  Open house on the new Community Center will be May 20th 4 pm-  8 pm either at the Rec. Center or Library.  On July 1st, the East Millcreek Rec. Center will not be closing (as originally planned), but will operate on a very abbreviated schedule in the evening.
UDOT:
Kim Clark (UDOT REP):  Concrete will start coming in at the end of this month and it will be in full operation mid June.  The ramps will be replaced off I-215.

Mark  Hooyer (Kleinfelder Air Quality):  Air quality is being evaluated.  The concrete plant is only working 30% of its capacity.  Sat down to calculate the emissions of the plant, the air quality plant the air pollution is very low.  Got rid of the generator, which minimized the emissions from the plant. Went from 10 tons to 2.73 tons of emissions.  Further questions can contact Mark Hooyer at mhooyer@kleinfelder.com.
Jenny Esquel (Kleinfelder Air Quality): Compared how the batch plant was affecting air quality in the neighborhoods.  Didn’t see any difference the sites.  Looked at wind speed and concrete production.  Did not see in concrete production and the particulate concentration.  Just seeing what is expected in the Salt Lake Valley.  No metals found on the filters.  Did an analysis on the fly ash itself, and there was no mercury in the fly ash.  Every time there was a visit to the site the material were wet so that there wouldn’t be any fugitive materials out.

Steve Poleman: Congratulate Klienfleder and UDOT with keeping the data open.  Operating plant has been working under a microscope, and so they have preformed wonderfully. They have done a great job wetting down the materials.  Biggest problem is that diesel is the biggest pollutant. The trucks should not be idling. There are hazardous components in the fly ash, if there is a breach there needs to be a way to shut down the plant.  UDOT needs to keep an eye on it.  UDOT’s intention is to surplus the site so that there won’t be another cement plant put on Wasatch again.  UDOT said there will never be another plant at that specific property.
UDOT Rep: Consents, but suggests that there will be another plant somewhere in this area in the future because of the necessity.
Scott Turville volunteers to be a liason for the UDOT land in the future.  Steve Poleman asks to be a volunteer on the committee.  Kathy Clark is the contact for UDOT.
Council Reports:

Millcreek Planning Commission:  

Leslie Van Frank (Comissioner):  Answering several questions on infill for the council.
Wants to make sure that everyone understands option A and option B.  Can use the principles of option A into option B.

· It is through discussion with Holladay planners that a lot of the ordinance of infill has come into being

· Isn’t about an averaging of heights.
· Tried to convince everyone of FAR, power point was not used in any of the planning commission meeting.
· Did have some architects come in, came up with a series of pictures of what various heights looked like.

· Never been presented with an economic model on how property values will be effected.

· Wants there to be a comparison of 14-20 houses in the area can go 3 ft. higher.  Having trouble coming up with the right radius.
· Reason the vote in EMCCC does not have the right to ‘Opt Out’ is because it wasn’t a vote.  
· As far as the commission is concerned, when EMCCC ‘opted out’ they just were  opting out the discussion.  There has never been an ‘Opt Out’ option.  EMCCC is welcome to come up with its own proposal and to go through the process after the fact.
· There isn’t a list of 28 ft. homes to look at.  The idea is that you could build a two story home anywhere.
· We don’t know what the trend of size of home built in the last three years.
· Took a tour with Tom Schafer.
