County Reports:

Dept. Lutz: Only increase was in drug activity.  Six deals in the area. Were successful in detaining drug related suspects.  Stats are lower.  Any needs call 801-743-7000, or 801-468-2182.

Bev Uipi: Budgets are due Aug 1st for 2010.  Mayor will be here for 4th of July.  September is the goal for a plan on Millcreek.  3900 S. construction plans are underway.  Water Symposium coming in August, more details are available online slco.gov.

Rita Lund:  Gave us the expenditure reduction summary. Magna is compiling best practices for their General Planning instead of traditional methods.

Zoning:  

· On the Hill PUD (2900 E 3300 S.)

· Jeff Kruckenberg (with Allen Kruckenberg Construction).  Have applied to SL County to amend the site plan.  They are interested in putting in vehicle gates.  They are trying to apply for them now.  Roads are private, but the problem they are becoming turnarounds for people on 3300 S.  Owners want to enforce their private community.  There would be gates on both roads.  Planning to abide by the County standard for the gate.  Wants to keep as many trees as possible. There are also plans for a pedestrian gate.  This is informational.  Recommendation is not being asked for yet.

Blake Keithly:

· Mountain America Credit Union (2174 E 3300 S.—Electric Sign for decision):  Concerns about the sign making a problem for residents living in the rehabilitation center.  Proposed sign is 30” to the top.  This is going to be largest sign on the street.  As it stands with the County, we can not strike this down, we can only mitigate the Conditional Use.

MOTION:  Blake;  The EMCCC gives a positive recommendation for conditional use application number ____________.  Mountain America Credit Union Electronic Billboard with the following additional conditions to the application and county staff recommendation: 

It is the preference of the EMCCC to have a monument sign rather than the proposed sign no greater than 5 ft. by 10 ft, and that the sign have no restrictions on banner operating hours, and that it is appropriately dimmed at night.  

If the monument proposal is not granted, it is our recommendation that the height does not exceed 24 ft. from grade.  The bottom (electronic banner) of the sign does not exceed the bottom of the canopy skirting.  The sign and message center be appropriately dimmed at night.  Hours of operation of the banner be limited to the hours between 7 am and 10 pm.  That appropriate evergreen trees be part of the landscaping to reduce light impact.

If the requested height of 30 ft. is granted:  The size of the sign be reduced to no greater than 6 ft. by 12 ft.  The banner section of the sign remain as the lower section.  The sign be appropriately dimmed and appropriate evergreen landscaping for screening.  It is our request that hours of operation for the banner section of the sign be limited to one hour before and one hour after banking hours.
