EAST MILLCREEK COMMUNITY COUNCIL

Minutes of meeting held Thursday, August 2, 2007
Meeting called to order by Jay Griffith at 7:04 pm

Present:  Jay Griffith, Sally Kaiser, Nate Laver, Judd Jones, Rob Dunfield, Greg Offerman, Stewart Woodruff, Kurt Zimmerman, and Kathy Swift.  Anna Clare Shepherd was excused Aaron Whitehead and Ken Ritter were absent.  Rita Lund had informed the chairperson that she would not be in attendance.
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance led by Judd Jones.

Sally Kaiser made a motion those minutes from July, 2007 meeting be approved – vote was unanimous in favor.
Financial report by Greg Offerman indicates a balance of $5,080.45 and a special project balance of $14,149.53.  Expenditures were school district flyers at Venture Outdoors Festival.
Deputy Lutz North:

- Informed us that there was one armed robbery in the past month.  The Snowshack on 2300 East was robbed and the suspect was arrested the following day.  He is accepting applications for Citizens Academy.  It runs from September 11th to November 6th, every Wednesday (6pm – 9pm).  It is about what officers must learn and know and experience.  A community member had asked him last month about the liquor license at Luganos and he reports that they have a full liquor license.  Phil Bernal is looking at the number of parking spaces available per number of tables.  Tomorrow night is the “Night Out Against Crime”.  August 3rd 5pm – 9pm at the Albertsons 4530 South Highland Drive.
Bev Uipi:

- Compatible Housing Ordinance Stakeholders Meeting is a working group only and will be meeting 2-3:30pm at the Salt Lake County Building First Floor.  You can see this information at www.slco.org, arrow down to community councils, click on first link to Millcreek Township Residential Infill Regulations Proposal.

- Millcreek Community Center Meeting on August 15th in order to schedule open meetings and open houses.  They will be discussing whether to do surveys first or meetings first.  Parking is the biggest obstacle right now.

- Mayor Corroon will be here next month, September 6th.

- 2008 Budget Requests are due September 1st.

Utah Physicians for a Healthy Environment (UPHE), Brian Moench and Cris Cowley:  
Began their presentation by telling us that Governor Huntsman is on board with what they are up to and is putting air quality as one of the top 3 issues of the State.  Annually 70,000 people die prematurely from air pollution.  In Utah that number is 1,000 people die prematurely from air pollution each year.  2/3 of all air pollution comes from vehicle traffic.  Hotter summers increase ozone and increase forest fires.  14 new coal power plants in the western states are scheduled to be built.  Utah would have three of those.  They compared air pollution to smoking cigarettes in regards to shortening ones lifespan by two years.  Of greatest concern are PM2.5 and Ozone.  PM 2.5 in winter and Ozone in summer.  PM 2.5 is mostly from combustion from cars and fires and diesel is a big culprit.  Ozone is created by the missing of volatile organic compounds, nitrogen oxides and sunlight.  The UHEP suggest visiting the government’s website, www.airquality.utah.gov.  When PM 2.5 is high there is an increased risk of heart attacks.  Every increase of 10 micrograms per meter cubed of air pollution there is a 4% increase of heart attack.  There is acceleration if there are previous heart issues.  In other words there is increased risk for every incremental increase of air pollution. Their website is www.uphe.org. The East Millcreek Community Council will work on a resolution on this issue; Sally Kaiser will head this committee.  
Halfway House, 3980 S. Olympic Way, Case #7897:

In contention for this neighborhood is a “sober living house”.  A company is leasing this property with intentions of using it as a home for Americans with Disabilities, i.e. recovering alcoholics.  The director of Roads to Recovery was on hand to try and make it right with the neighbors in a good faith effort to mend the broken communication lines so far.  They are in the process of getting an application for 501C3 status.  Zoning violations have been reported and there have been 2 written warnings about issues with the garage.  It is very confusing to follow as to who did what when and to whom.  The Director of Roads to Recovery will have an open house at the property once all permits, zonings, ordinances, issues, etc. are addressed and resolved.  Stewart Woodruff makes motion that the Council write a letter to Mike Durfy, Mayor Corroon, and Anita Nielsen requesting that this facility not be allowed to operate until all applicable zoning laws and parking issues are resolved, that proximity to the other residential facility is in accordance with laws, and this issue comes before the East Millcreek Community Council again before any permits are issued.  Kurt Seconded the motion and all were in favor.  There were 16 community members present who were concerned about this issue.
Funding of logos.  Leslie Riddle will get out bids for a graphic artist to design logos for other community councils.  Our chairperson has been asked to do this and it is only fair that other community members also be given a chance to help in this regard.  Jay Griffith will get to Leslie the scope of the work.  Nate Laver made a motion to approve of the soliciting of bids, Kathy Swift was the only one opposed.  Motion carried.  

A request by other councils has been made that someone is paid about $500-600 per month to report on the townships in the Journal.  Charge right now is $420/quarter and then add to that writing costs between the Councils.  Our costs will be $613 per month.  It was discussed that this is a good way to inform the public about issues that arise that concern them.  Leslie Riddle made motion that we budget at no greater than $613/month and no longer than one year trial period starting January 1, 2008 and that we request for additional funding to offset these costs.  Stewart Woodruff, Nate Laver,  and Judd Jones opposed the motion, Kathy Swift and Rob Dunfield abstained from voting and there were four votes passing the measure.  Motion barely carries.  


Meeting ran past allotted time and there was no motion to adjourn.
