East Mill Creek Community Council 11/1/2007 notes

Nate Laver opened with the pledge of allegiance
Nate will function as the chair in Jay’s absence.

Greg;  financial report, $4549.33 in admin account, special project account $12712.78

One change to previous minutes, Rob Dunfield attended ACT, Leslie Riddle was actually present although not listed on the minutes

Motion to accept proposed by Kurt, seconded by Leslie, and approved

Dept. North reports a small increase in burglaries, reported that the stolen artifacts were found in our area, and were related to additional burglaries in our area.  Kathy asked about a “glass of water” scam to gain access for a burglary.  Bev also mentioned new ordinance enforcement regarding citations for cars parked on the street during snow removal events.  Leslie suggested letting other people park in your driveway during such events.
Rita Lund discussed an emergency sales tax measure for transportation discussed by the County Council, where the light rail lines to Utah County were moved up, with other West Side issued being moved down.  Wasatch Blvd and Highland Drive light rail remain far down on the list.  Mayor directed real estate to invest $50k to look at properties in this area to look at moving the fire station.  Also, the Council purchased property in Yellow Fork canyon 4000 acres for open space.  In the budget, the townships are now being explicitly named and recognized.
Safe sidewalks in the budget, 2 more sheriff deputies, community council budget was also adjusted, but no report about the details.

Bev Uipi mentioned a county-wide atlas being assembled, with county resources being listed.  November 8th, we will have the opportunity to review our maps for accuracy, boundaries.  We need to contact Stacy with a delegate to review the maps, and it looks like there will be a meeting.  HB40, process is dormant until January.  They will make an announcement once the contract process is underway.  Education committee meets Nov 14, with a stakeholders meeting in January open to the public.  2008 budget, year end financial reports due Feb 1.  ACCT meeting will have Bob Flowers, emergency preparedness.  If we want him to present, contact him.  $2M for safer sidewalk funding.  Breakfast with mayor emphasized community outreach program, with further support from the county.  County has also initiated a program to make 911 calls more efficient.  Mill Creek community center survey is out, with no deadline for survey return, and we are now at 10-11% return rate, about double expected.  Open meetings November 14th, 2 p.m. and 7 p.m. at Evergreen Jr. High.  Compatible Housing meeting, Nov. 8th, 6-7:30 at Christ United Methodist Church.  Kurt clarified that the $2M for safe sidewalks is an additional amount, and Rita verified that there will be another sidewalk crew in the budget to take advantage of the new money.  Leslie clarified that the compatible housing meeting was published to begin at 7:00, not 6:00, so there is some question as to the start time.  Ron Johnson mentioned the sidewalk on lower Evergreen, which was scheduled to be done this year and has been delayed, possibly due to right-of-way delays.  An audience member mentioned that there is a Federal safe-sidewalks program which can be applied for by schools ($150k for infrastructure, $75k for safe sidewalks promotional).  She is working with some of the schools to apply for this funding, but they cannot get a response from County engineering about the proposal.  Nate suggested that she work with Kurt on the project, and he agreed to work to help with Andra Poulous.  Leslie also mentioned her assignment to coordinate efforts on sidewalks to select our priorities.
Compatible Housing; Tom Schaeffer:  Gave an update, and education talk.  Focus has been on data collection on determining “floor area ratio” to property size.  Calculation has been by zone, and included building heights, # of floors, etc. to examine what has been permitted up until now.  He has brought a draft of the proposed regulation before the community council.  One change is to measure to the ridge of the roof, as well as to eliminate the variance for offsets to the side yard standards to accommodate a side driveway.  They are proposing a maximum building coverage limit, in addition to the standard setbacks, with exceptions for elderly where stairs are a problem, as well as specifying floor area ratios.  Grandfather clause will apply for additions or enlargements to existing structures would be permitted and not require a visit to the board of adjustment.  Demolition and reconstruction will be defined more clearly, based on percentage of building or roof removed, and specifying that you must follow new building codes.  Flag lots would be eligible for a bonus, since they are larger lots, but not unlimited size.  PUDs would also be affected, which would mean that since the lot sizes are now smaller, the houses would also be required to be smaller.  www.pwpds.slco.org.  On the left-hand column, link townships & ccs, on that page a link for the Mill Creek ordinance, with linkable maps, etc.  He suggested we establish a subcommittee to work with Tom on the recommended standards.  Ron Johnson asked if there has been concerned about increased property values increasing the property tax.  Leslie mentioned that she has been reviewing the proposal, and asked how we as a council can best communicate our conclusions and deliberations with him, and when we can get the opportunity to ask questions.  The meeting will in fact start at 6:00, not at 7:00.
Bob Gallagher:  proposals to modify noise pollution regulations, especially ill or dying people in the neighborhoods.  He stated that permitted construction times are from 7 am to 10 pm, 7 days per week.  The county health department is also working on proposals to modify the noise pollution regulations.  James Beddet, SL County health department enforcement division.  www.slvhealth.org.  One of the proposals is to limit or restrict the construction times.  The regulations they are proposing, however, will not apply only to construction, but to all noise.  Regulation will go to board of health in December, with a public hearing in January.
Bylaw proposal from Leslie.  She proposed that we review the proposed change, and that we vote on the changes next Council meeting.  The motion was made by Leslie and seconded by Rob, and was passed and accepted.
