Nancy motions to ratify election: Unanimously accepted.

Deputy Lutz North of the Sheriff’s Dept.:  Great month, assaults halved, only property damage up slightly.  Asking about some sort of meeting concerning the vehicle overturn.  Adopt a family for Thanksgiving, able to do 3 families this year. Also doing Christmas adopt a family, found a great family.

Bev Uipi: Mayor’s breakfast for chairs Jan. 14, 8-9 a.m. General plan open house Jan. 15. Financial due on Jan. 15th. Dec. 22 when special project grant forms due.
Rita Lund:  Budgets approved next Tues., Millcreek Township as a whole has $8,000 less than last year. EMCCC gets $6,660 for administrative, $10,024 for project.  Community Center is being approved and the money is there.  Contract is not signed yet. There will be continual community imput throughout the process.  Fire stations received their bonds.

Citizen Forum:  

Madhu Menon:  Proposes a planning and zoning committee; what do we need to do as a citizen group to form this?  Could we get representatives from each neighborhood to gather the input of our citizens of what we want to see?  

Nate: Citizens committee is welcomed and part of our bylaws.  This group needs to be in contact with to Greg.
Tom Schafer:  MTRI has been a point of controversy for the past two years.  Planning commission has been up on the agenda about 5 times this year. This new proposal is more along the lines of those in Holladay.  There have been 7 separate work sessions.  This is an attempt to balance the concerns of citizens.  This new approach has three parts:  1) Basic expectations 2) Lot Coverage 3) If property where there are a number of larger homes then there is an option B where someone could come in and discuss their specific needs. These new standards are available on SL County Website www.pwds.slco.org, click on residential infill. This will be on the agenda in December, and back in February. They are looking for our feedback, it needs to be in by Feb. 19th.
Leslie looks for recommendations: How will we get the input of our citizens? Public notification?  Our deadline is Dec. 15th for Valley Journal. Workshops?  Fieldtrips? Special Meeting in January? February?
Chairs for the different groups: Sue for Media.  Zoning Rep for round table discussion. Scott for field trips. DEADLINE FOR ALL OF THIS IS DEC. 20TH.
Zoning Greg/ Upland Terrace:  Appears that application is withdrawn.  We are in limbo for the next application.
Joint Resolution HB40 Repeal ACCT—for motion Lobbyist for HB40:

Sue: Make a motion to adopt the Joint Resolution of HB40 to remove the sunset provision.
Ryan:  Seconds it.

Joint resolution vote: Unanimously voted for, except one abstaining by Anna Reeves, and one nay by Anna Claire. Motion passes.

Nate AACT:  Are there serious objections about hiring a lobbyist for HB 40? The council does not object.
