Pledge of Allegiance
Financial reports: General Account, no checks, just interest, $4,489.10.  One outstanding check.  Special Projects balance $808.01.  Problem with account in the past was that it was a money market account.  This has been changed.
Deputy Lutz North of the Sheriff’s Dept.:  excused.
Bev Uipi: Reminder that there should be no cars parked on streets during snow nights.  It is illegal.

Greg Offerman introduces representative for Mountain America Credit Union.  They are building a new office at the site of the old Mitchell’s Nursery on 3300 south.  Planning and Zoning requested that they let the community know about their plans.  Blake Keithley makes motion that we send onto the Planning Commission with a positive recommendation for this project.  Motion passes unanimously.

Mr. Black lets us know that they are proceeding as planned with the 3393 Upland (Virginia) project.  They will be going before the Salt Lake County Council on December 2.  Ryan Hackett lives 300 feet away and represents a group that had a meeting with Mr. Black about their concerns.  Deirdre Paulson sites a hazard index of 172.18 from the SLC Flood Control Engineering Division Study.
Mark Crockett explains to us how the SL County Council will handle this.  Mark says the council will probably send them back to the drawing board because the community is not happy.  Millcreek Master plan would help with this situation and since that is not approved yet, could finalization of 3393 Upland be postponed until the plan is in place?

Blake Keithley makes motion that we as a community council send a representative to the SL County Council in support of our citizens and propose R1-5 as a compromise zone change.  This includes a letter to the SL County Council.  All in favor except for Nate Laver. Nancy Carlson-Gotts abstains.  Motion Carries.  Greg and Blake will handle this.
Acknowledgements to Mark Crockett for the incredible job he has done on our behalf on a consistent basis.

Sally Kaiser makes motion to adopt by-law addition as amended last month.  Passes unanimously.
