Deputy Lutz North of the Sheriff’s Dept.:  33 page report CERT, fully approved and placed on web site.
Bev Uipi: Speed Bumps on Millcreek Road, the request for them had come in 2002.  Speed humps request only 1 citizen’s request, sidewalks = 10 requests (signatures).  Handouts of sidewalk priority list given to Kurt Zimmerman and handout of public works survey.  

Max Johnson:  Long range planner for Salt Lake County.  Updates to general plan, no draft plan yet, gathering data.  11/19 open house to review the information at the EMC recreational center.  See handout.

Rita Lund:  ACCT and County Council agreed that the HB40 sunset provision passed unanimously to maintain our borders as a township.

Municipal Priorities:  All Community Councils by ordinance required to send in priorities.  Leslie is suggesting a community survey rather than the councils decide.

Mark Crockett:  Ditto what Rita had said.  We are now okay to stay at the library past 9pm, we can go back.  

-Sales Tax is down 17%, where do we want to see cuts in the budget?  Should property taxes go up?  Property taxes have already gone up here more than in other parts of the valley.  How do we want to handle this, he would like public input.

Rocky Schutjer:  Wireless communication facility.  Want t remove an existing 45’ wood pole on Honeycutt Rd (1736 E. 3300 S.) and replace with 60’ wood telecommunications pole with antennas, flush mounted.  R-1-6 zoning there, so no zoning change needed.

Judd Jones makes motion to recommend to planning commission to accept this conditional use.  Motion passes unanimously.

Shay Bertola:  With Ivory Homes.  Owner has purchased two lots and have already torn down the homes and have begun rebuilding the new house.  Their request is that the garage/pool house to be allowed to 1800 sq ft.  Zoning is 1200 sq ft now.  Current zoning R-1-10.  Blake Keithley makes motion to endorse the conditional use request.  Motion passes unanimously.

ACCT:  Blake and Nancy to attend.

Election by-law change must be voted on next meeting.

Greg Offerman:  Salt Lake County’s Best Practices, Land Use and Mobility, core concepts do not seem to resonate with our community and make cause us worry and trouble.  How do we want to handle this?  See e-mails from Greg.

Blake Keithley makes motion to not require builders of subdivisions to install street lighting.  Judd Jones 2nds.  Aye; Judd, Blake, and Greg.  Nay;  Sally, Nancy, Kathy, and Kurt.  Motion Fails.  Greg Offerman will write letter stating our comments regarding lighting on the streets.

Nancy Carlson-Gotts:  The Webpage contains elections requirements.  An e-mail will be sent to EMCC citizens letting them know of upcoming elections and that we are seeking candidates.  The next Newsletter article will be on voting and mail in ballot.
