Financial reports presented by Stewart Woodruff.  Monies in both the admin account and special projects account have been misappropriated by the bank.  Stewart and Leslie working on correcting this issue.
Acknowledgements to all who helped at the Evening at the Park.  Especially the non-council members, Bruce Gordon, Kelly Lookinland, David Swift, Jim Riddle, Detective Lutz, and Mark Crockett.
Deputy Lutz North of the Sheriff’s Dept.:  August saw an increase in stolen cars and drug issues, everything else is down.

Bev Uipi: Mayor Corroon sends his congratulations on a “fun filled” summer.  Thanks from Bev for getting our budget submitted.   Mill Creek General Plan extending public planning process timeline by 60 days.  Also, Luau on 9/6 5:30PM at Big Cottonwood Park.
Rita Lund:  Unavailable and time given to Mark Crockett instead.

EMC Citizen Comments:

Steve Holman: Thanks to Mark Crockett, his assistant Julie, and the EMCCC for stepping up and helping with the communities concerns about the UDOT construction plant.

Margie Lamb:  3627 Wasatch Cove Cr.  She is on an exploratory committee for HB40.  She feels as if citizens blindly filled out survey and would like the exploratory committees to have an agenda at the Sep 17th meeting and possibly even fill out survey cards upon exiting.  Leslie Riddle explains that we could very easily lose our funding as a council if we take an advocacy position promoting any of the options of the exploratory groups.
Blake Keithley makes motion that we recommend to steering committee to conduct an exit poll at 9/17 Township meeting.  Greg Offerman and Nancy Carlson-Gotts are opposed.  All others are yes.  Motion carries.
Zoning:  Michael Black – zoning change for Larry and Leann Stillman 3393 E. Upland Dr.  Update is that the Planning Commission requested a traffic study.  Results of that study show less than 1% impact.  Denial from the Planning Commission and recommend they ask for R1-3 or R4-8.5.  R1-3 allows 11 units per acre and R4-8.5 allows 20 units per acre.  They would still be doing the exact same design as previously requested; just the zoning request has changed.  This issue is on the agenda for public hearing and they need our position by 9/17.  Blake Keithley makes motion to recommend that we reject the proposed zone change based on density that is out of character of surrounding residential area.  We would look to a development of 12-14 units for the 1.9 acre lot.  Judd Jones 2nds. Aye: Stewart, Judd, Blake, Sally.  Nay: Mike Nate, Greg, Nancy, Kurt, Sue.  Motion fails.  Stewart Woodruff makes motion that county retain current zoning of single family homes on that property.  Judd Jones 2nds.  Aye:  Stewart, Judd, Blake, Sally, Kurt, Kathy.  Nay: Nancy, Nate, Mike, Sue.

Elections are November 4th and Nate Laver must know who will be on the ballot.  Blake Keithley makes motion that deadline for candidate application is 2nd Friday of October, 10/10.  Motion passes unanimously.

Greg Offerman has three handouts and there is discussion about the Mill Creek General Plan.  Greg wants feedback on the Proposed Ordinance Changes (files 23546 and 24090)
