Re:  Application # 24475 - Deanne Leatherman, Young Electric Sign Company on behalf of Mountain America Credit Union 

Members of The Millcreek Planning Commission:

The East Mill Creek Community Council discussed this application at the regularly scheduled EMCCC meeting July 2, 2009.

Areas of concern were the size of the sign, as well as it's impact on the quality of life to residents at the rehabilitation center and two adjacent apartments/condominiums.

East Mill Creek Community Council passed a favorable recommendation conditioned on the following recommendations to mitigate impact of the proposed sign.

A.  EMCCC's preferred option is for a monument sign appropriately dimmed at night that would not exceed 5 x 10 feet, with no restriction on banner operation hours.

B.  If the monument recommendation is not accepted/granted: 

It is EMCCC's recommendation that the sign height shall not exceed 24 feet from grade.  That the bottom of the sign (electronic banner) not exceed the bottom of the building’s drive though canopy skirting; the sign and message center be appropriately dimmed at night. That the banner portion of the sign be limited to the hours between 7 a.m. and 10 p.m.  And, that appropriate evergreen trees be part of required landscaping to reduce light impact.

C.  If the requested height of thirty feet is granted the applicant: 

EMCCC recommends that the size of the sign be reduced to no greater than 6  x 12 feet; the banner section of the sign remain on the lower section. The sign be appropriately dimmed at night and appropriate evergreen landscaping be required for visual screening. Further, that the banner operation be limited to one hour before and one hour after banking hours.
